Interested candidates should submit their resumes via email to cac.iaf@avocado.org by Friday, 
December 6, 2024. The CAC Executive Committee will review the information provided by applicants at 
a meeting in mid-December and make recommendations to the Board for consideration. The CAC 
Board shall then interview applicants put forward by the Executive Committee prior to making their final 
recommendation to the California Secretary of Food and Agriculture. The Secretary shall appoint the 
public member from nominees recommended by the Commission.
